Cycle Carrier Usage Policy


Background
In November 2008, Hull & East Riding CTC purchased a cycle carrier capable of holding 4 bikes. The carrier (made by Pendle Engineering) attaches to a car tow ball and has its own rear lights and number plate holder. The photo shows the rack being used for the first time to take 3 mountain bikes to the Lake District for the New Year.
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The carrier will be stored by the Secretary who will also oversee its use, and is only available for the use of active members. The definition of active members will be determined from time to time by the committee.

The borrower:

· Must book the use of the carrier in advance with the Secretary.

· Will need a car with a tow ball, working trailer electrics and a spare number plate.

· Will be responsible for ensuring that they understand how to use the carrier, including how to secure bikes to the carrier.

· Will be responsible for ensuring that they have adequate insurance to cover both the carrier and its contents.
· Must leave a refundable deposit of £25 which will be returned in full provided that the carrier is returned in the same condition as when it was collected. If any damages occur, the deposit will be retained until the cost of repair is known, when either the balance will be returned or additional payment requested.

The carrier gives everyone the chance to get to areas that would otherwise be out of reach for day rides, but it can also be used for taking bikes on longer holidays.
